On Saturday 8th October at 8.30 p.m., the Arena will welcome the Senegalese
singer Youssou N'Dour, surrounded by prestigious artists representing the
five continents: Rokia TraorZ, Tiken Jah Fakoly, Gilberto Gil, Axelle Red,
Anggun, Cheb Mami, Neneh Cherry and other guest artists.

A committed concert

Youssou N'Dour, the African singer is recognised as one of the most committed artists in
favour of helping children; he is also an Ambassador of good will at UNICEF and Special
Representative of the QRoll Back MalariaOprogramme. Mr. N!Dour has accepted to devote a
part of his 2005 calendar to the fight against malaria.

It is at the United Nations! request that he decided to gather in Geneva with his musicians
and internationally renowned artists, representing different regions and cultures in the world.

Several artists have answered his call: Rokia TraorZ, Cheb Mami and Tiken Jah Fakoly from
Africa, Axelle Red and Neneh Cherry from Europe, Gilberto Gil from South America, Anggun
from Asia, as well as a surprise guest for North America. Other artists from the five
continents will join the list to offer exclusive duos at this exceptional concert which will take
place on the 8th October in the Arena in Geneva, at 8.30 p.m.

Genevais committed to a world-wide mobilisation to support the fight against malaria,
one of the Millennium Goals for Development

The Foundation for Geneva, World Fund for the fight against AIDS, Tuberculosis and Malaria
and the partnership ORIl Back MalariaO,are joining the United Nations to sensitise Geneva,
Switzerland and the international community towards the terrible plague of malaria.

The eradication of malaria is in line with the Millennium Goals for Development, adopted by
the United Nations Member States in 2000.



Malaria threatens more than 40% of the world!s population

With between 350 and 500 million cases per year, malaria is a serious public health problem
in many countries around the world.

Children, pregnant women, persons in emergency situations and those who are HIV/AIDS
positive are the most vulnerable facing this ravaging sickness. Malaria is a parasitic virus
transmitted by an infected mosquito bite. Death may occur and is often the case - with the
first symptoms. This disease kills 3,000 children every day and more than two million people
every year, 90% of whom are in Africa and are mainly children under the age of five.

Malaria can be vanquished

The fight against this pledge must be fought on two fronts: protecting the most vulnerable
and treating the sickness. An efficient way of prevention is sleeping under mosquito nets
treated with insecticide that kills mosquitoes or prevents them from biting. Another way
consists of spraying houses with insecticide that leaves an active residue on the walls. It is
also possible to protect mothers to be and to save lives by quickly administrating effective
anti-malaria medicine, as soon as there is a suspicion of infection.

A partnership with CRoll Back MalariaO(RBM) and the World Fund

The partnership ORIl Back MalariaO (RBM) was launched in 1998 by the World Health
Organisation (WHO), the United Nations Children's Fund (UNICEF), United Nations
Development Programme (UNDP) and the World Bank to coordinate the fight against
malaria.

The World Fund for the fight against AIDS, Tuberculosis and Malaria is the most important
financial instrument for the programme against malaria in the world with more than a billion
US dollars of finance for more than 70 countries.
